The information in this Planning Booklet will guide you through the scheduled events and provide you with
information on all activities of the Specialties.

HOST HOTEL
Holiday Inn in Crystal Lake, IL (815/477-7000) is located at 800 South Route 31, approximately 10 miles
off Interstate 90 and 35 miles NW of O’Hare International Airport. The six story hotel has 197 rooms and
features a heated indoor swimming pool, Jacuzzi, sauna, gift shop, game room, business center, full service
restaurant, lounge, room service, sports bar, free shuttle within the immediate area and Enterprise Car
Rental office. Each room features a coffee maker with coffee, iron and ironing board, hair dryer and high-
speed Internet access. Refrigerators and cots are available for rental at $10 per day. These must be reserved
with the hotel in advance. All King rooms feature a sofa sleeper.

The group rate of $109.00 per room (subject to 6.5% sales tax and 4.5% occupancy tax)\
Be sure to mention YTCA Event Group Rate when making your reservation.
Reservation deadline for special rate – August 4, 2008

To secure the guaranteed rate listed above, you MUST call the hotel directly, NO 800 numbers or Internet
reservations.

Per the YTCA’s contract with the hotel:
1. There is a four (4) dog limit in each guest room. Animals must be kenneled at all times when the

occupant is not in the room. All x-pens must be placed on plastic, which the occupant must
provide. Rooms will be inspected by housekeeping each day, REGARDLESS of a “Do Not
Disturb” sign being placed on the door. Any violators will be brought to the attention of the show
committee.

2. A $50.00 pet deposit is required upon check-in. Upon checkout, hotel staff will inspect rooms. If
no extra cleaning charge is required, the $50.00 will be refunded via check or credit card
reimbursement

3. A $75.00 fee will be assessed to any individual not abiding to outdoor “No Dogs Allowed” areas.
4. While on hotel grounds and in public areas, dogs must be kept on leash for the protection of hotel

guests. Dogs are not allowed in restaurants. Prompt cleanup after your dogs is mandatory.



HOUSEKEEPING
We ask all exhibitors to be efficient in keeping their rooms neat and clean and to be gracious to hotel staff
and management The show committee will be in daily contact with the housekeeping staff to monitor
situations which require intervention. Participants who do not comply with hotel and show site rules will
be required to leave the premises. The Board of Directors of each Yorkshire Terrier Club will act as liaison
for the hotel and be called upon to investigate any complaints. A report that an exhibitor at this show has
abused ANY hotel OR off site property during the week may result in disciplinary action from all three
clubs.

Hotel will not be responsible for any damage or loss to any packages or boxes.

RV ACCOMMODATIONS
The hotel has slots for 18 vehicles at a cost of $50.00 per day. Reservations MUST be made directly with
the hotel prior to August 10th to secure a parking spot. You must check in with the Front Desk and they
will assign the exact location and issue a form to be displayed in the vehicle. There are NO electrical
connections, water hookups or dumping facilities at this site. Cooking on outdoor grills/barbeques is not
allowed. Vehicles must be self-contained.

AIRPORT
The closest airport to the show location is Chicago O’Hare International (ORD).
All major airlines fly into this airport. Chicago is a United Airlines hub.

SHUTTLE SERVICE
Limo or taxicab service from Chicago O’Hare Airport (ORD) will cost at least $65.00 one-way.

YTCA has arranged for Coach USA/Van Galder Bus to provide transportation to/from the airport and
hotel. For information call 800/747-0994 (www.vangalderbus.com) to obtain schedule and purchase
tickets. There are 9 scheduled runs daily starting at 9:10 AM thru 9:30 PM to the hotel and 4:30 AM thru
7:30 PM to the airport. Direct phone lines are available on the ground level of airport terminals at the
transportation information center. The cost is $18.00 one way and travel time is approximately 35
minutes.. Crated dogs travel at no charge.
